Winners Dog

Herman and Wright's GLENTOM HERE COMES TROUBLE (Cool Conquistador At Grossgarley ex CH
Glentom Cloud Cover) White with brindle head marking. From the Bred By class, this well-made young male
has handsome expression, nice tiny eyes, a bit of pink on nose, and correct bite including canines. He has a
short back, correct topline, and is properly angulated front and rear. Moves well, slightly better coming than
going.

Reserve Winners Dog

Bavol, Madrazo and Santisi's OLD ENGLAND’S BRAVEHEART (Tulsadoom Abi Albon ex CH Old
England's Milady in Red) An attractive white male with brindle ear markings. He has good length of head,
but somewhat less fill and profile than WD. His slightly lower eye placement also affects otherwise very nice
expression. One instanding canine, incisors correctly aligned. He is well made with excellent bone &
substance.

Winners Bitch and Best of Winners

Garcia's OLOKUM DOUBLE VAMPIRE (Quentin Hill Dracula In Love ex Olokum Binary Star) A very
attractive white girl with brindle eye/head markings. Eye catching and showy, especially in profile. Coat in
excellent condition. She is something of a fault - virtue bitch. She has excellent length of head with correct
bite and tiny eye. Could use a bit more fill, but in profile, her head is really lovely! She offers good overall
make and shape. She is a tad long in back, but held her topline on the move and in her natural stack in my
ring. Jaunty movement.

Reserve Winners Bitch

Blake and Hillman's WINDFALL ALMOST AN ANGEL (CH Stellar The Bard ex CH Glentom Key To The
Mint at Windfall) Pretty white bitch with brindle markings on left ear. Good fill and lovely expression. Bite
level with correct canines. Tidy ear placement. Balanced, good proportion and very good bone.  Moves
well.

Best of Variety

Corse and Anderson's CH CORSAIRE THE COURIER (CH Sarajeni RocknAtPhilgin ex Corsaire Dancing
Cloud) Handsome, very well-made white dog with brindle ear markings. Excellent depth and length of
muzzle, correct bite. Attractive expression with good earset and dark, tiny eyes. Strong neck and quarters.
Very good bone, substance and proportion. Overall, he is very nicely constructed. A quality male. He
moves well, drives smoothly with power.

Best of Opposite Sex

Patterson and Wright's CH GLENTOM RISING STAR (Cool Conquistador At Grossgarley ex CH Glentom
Silver Lining) A particularly lovely bitch who offers a filled-up head with tidy ears and earset, level bite and
correct canines. Beautiful expression. Her construction and proportion are excellent. Very good bone and
substance. She seemed stressed and was not showing particularly well, but her quality is truly apparent.

Select Dog

Cox's CH SOME OKIE’S KNIGHT OF D’BULL (CH Noctural Knight At Arnolds ex Blondi D'Rock And Bull)
A big, powerful, muscular male in excellent condition. Handsome expression, well-filled head, with correct
bite, and tiny expressive dark eyes. He has a short back, correct topline and tail set. His rear assembly is
stronger and more correct than his front quarters. He moves well, better going than coming.
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Select Bitch

McConnell and Bavol's CH OLD ENGLAND’S WHITE IMPERIAL EMPRESS (Tulsadoom Abi Albon ex CH
Old England's Milady in Red) A classy, well-made bitch. Pretty head, particularly ‘lovely in profile. Good
proportion, although a trifle long in back. Moved well on tidy cat feet,

COLORED

Winners Dog

Stafford and Poole's ROCKY TOPS OUTLAW KID (CH Rocky Tops Sundance Kid ex Barseas J'Aime La
Vie) From the 9-12 month class, this upstanding red smut and white youngster is especially handsome in
profile. From the front, head narrows a bit at the muzzle, reasonable fill, correct bite. Overall quality make
and shape. Attractive markings. Particularly strong front quarters. Moves well.

Reserve Winners Dog

McLean and Bavol's OLD ENGLAND’S DARKEST KNIGHT (Tulsadoom Abi Albon ex CH Old England's
Milady in Red) Black brindle, a real heavyweight with balance. Much strength in head. Nice dark eye and
correct ear placement. Correct incisor alignment, instanding canine. Moves well and is nicely made, with
especially good shoulders and front angulation.

Winners Bitch and Best of Winners

Hains and Berez' ACTION ITS ALWAYS SOMETHING (CH Dazlin Defiance ex Action Danaline's Dream)
Compact, cobby brindle and white bitch from the open class. A very pretty head with fill, tiny eyes, perky
ears, level bite, and excellent depth of muzzle. Good bone, especially strong rear quarters. Balanced.

Reserve Winners Bitch

Passione, Deevers and Perrott's APPRENTICE’S WALTZIN MATILD (CH Bulroarus Tuf Atthetop ex CH
Apprentice's Sittin Pretty) From the 12-18 month class, this black brindle girl is youthful and very pretty.
She has a particularly attractive headpiece. She lacks a little of the fill of the WB, but has excellent length of
head. The gay tail detracts somewhat from the overall outline, but she has a well-made body of good
proportion. She moves well. A very competitive young bitch.

Best of Variety

Bavol's GCH OLD ENGLAND’S COCO CHANEL (Tulsadoom Abi Albon ex CH Old England's Milady in
Red) Classy brindle and white bitch. Beautiful quality in head. Excellent fill. Excellent overall make and
shape. Very good bone. Attractive from every angle. Beat out BOS principally on the quality of her head.
Went on to a group placement that afternoon, in a very tough group.

Best of Opposite Sex

Bavol's GCH OLD ENGLAND’S MONTGOMERY (Silver Bullet The Joker at Javarke ex CH Old England's
Lady Elizabeth) Big upstanding red and white who pushed hard for BOV. Lacking a little in profile compared
to BOV, he has a handsome head with excellent depth of muzzle, tiny dark eyes, and excellent expression.
Exudes Bull Terrier personality! Happy, showy, and spirited! Very well made. Short back. Solid topline.
Outstanding make and shape. Solid movement, front and rear reflected his superb construction.

Select Dog

Cournoyer and Wright's CH GLENTOM’S DIRTY HARRY (Marshelsea Hows About Harry ex CH Glentom |
Have No Commint) A very nicely-balanced, cobby red and white male. Handsome expression with tidy ears,
correct bite, dark pigment and eyes. Good bone and substance. Solid construction and the accompanying
excellent movement. Sound. A gorgeous bully boy!

Select Bitch

Pressler-Tash's CH SUPER BOWL’S HARDTOGET (Shadow Master To Bullorrties ex Super Bowl's
Fenomenon) Well made, classy brindle bitch. Lovely expression, strong profile. Nice downturn of head with
very good depth of muzzle. Neck flows into shoulders and solid topline. Moves better going than coming.
