Winners Dog 
Alexander’s BRIGADOON BLACKWATCH JOCK O’BULLSEYE (CH Cool Conquistador at Grossgarley ex 
CH Brigadoon La Belle Grande Dame)  A short-backed, cobby tricolor with a well-filled head and downface.  
Significant mouth fault.  Moved well in both directions and smoothly in profile.  He was made winners dog by 
virtue of his strong short back and fullness of his head. 
 
 
Reserve Winners Dog 
Harlamoff & Waynee’s SOQUEL MILENIUM SEAFARER (CH Rhydaman Frosty ex CH Soquel Millenium 
Black Fern) A young dog of quality. Strong head set onto a muscular neck which flowed into a well-rounded 
body. Covered the ground with full, easy strides. 
 
 
Winners Bitch and Best of Winners 
Cooley & Dykema’s BESTUVALL BARBERA MOON (CH Crestmonts Savior Faire ex Bestuvall Copy 
Writer) A rich red brindle of considerable substance with no hint of coarseness.  A very appealing feminine 
head with downface and full mouth slightly off. Despite taking advantage of her handler, she intermittently 
moves compactly with a suggestion of agility and power. 
 
 
Reserve Winners Bitch 
Pew’s SILMARIL SIENNA SPIRIT FROM ARAGON (CH Bulroarus Tuff At The Top ex CH Cresent Silmaril 
Quixotic) An attractive young brindle bitch with a shapely, but immature body. Topline somewhat slack.  
Very fetching feminine head with good bite. Moves gracefully with both reach and drive. 
 
 
Best of Variety 
DeVore’s CH KARISMAS FERGALISIOUS (CH Action Head Games ex Sunny Sky Everything Nice)  Has a 
shapely body, a head of the right proportions with down face, with strength right to the end of the muzzle.  
Well-put-together front, correct topline and adequate bone for size. Exudes type.  Covers the ground 
smoothly with easy strides. 
 
 
Best of Opposite Sex 
Bebb, Hegg and Myall’s CH ICENI SHOT TAKEN (Quicksilver Monster Truck ex CH Iceni Point Taken) A 
brindle dog of the dalmation type that is strongly built.  His head is long, strong and deep.  Correct bite. In 
profile, flexes well at the stifle and hock, and gives the impression of moving in one piece.  Correct topline 
arching slightly over the loin. 
 
 
Select Dog 
Smith, Harlamoff & Waynee’s  CH SOQUEL MILLENIUM THE BUCCANEER (CH Brummagerm 
Spectacular Bid ex CH Brigadoon All Black Soquel) Was narrowly defeated by the Best of Opposite Sex.

Winners Dog 
Utt’s ARDRY N BULLARDS SMOKE’N (CH Ardry Desert Heat ex Bullards Patrisha Amelia) A youngster of 
immense scope with a wonderful eye and strong head. Presently, his body is shapely with a graceful upward 
curve from brisket to belly.  He moves out well with rear legs imparting drive as the forelegs reach out.  
Correct mouth. 
 
 
Reserve Winners Dog 
Overby & Woodruff’s EDELWIN’S DO U BELIEVE IN MAGIC (CH Magor Malcom of Misk ex CH Edelwin 
Pandoras Magic Angel) An older dog who enjoyed his day in the sun. Strongly built, symmetrical and worked 
well with his handler.  Strong head.  Moved in one piece, but rather close behind. 
 
 
Winners Bitch, Best of Winners and Best of Variety 
Niehouse, Frascone & Belstock’s SINABAR AND LOVE LIKE CRAZY (Sinabar Valentino Chaotic ex 
Sinabar La Vita e Bella) An eye-catching, well-balanced bitch of good substance.  Well-filled head with 
gently curving downface.  Correct bite.  Correct topline and tail set. Moved freely with jaunty air. Wonderful 
type. 
 
 
Reserve Winners Bitch 
Hess & Bebb’s SUNNY SKY’S BELLATRIX DREAM (Emred Huntsman ex Sunny Sky Dream B’Right)  
Well-balanced youngster with an appealing head, nicely-arched neck leading into a well-rounded and short 
body.  Well-developed second thigh.  Correct mouth. Moves in one piece. 
 
 
Best of Opposite Sex 
Harris’ GCH ALLEGRO ROCKSTAR (CH Allegro Red Bull ex CH Allegro Sticky Fingers) A short-coupled, 
substantial dog who is determined not to make the best of himself.  Having said that, he is a very good 
specimen of the breed with a filled head, good bite and expression.  His ribs are well sprung, his chest is 
broad when viewed from the front and has more than adequate depth. Covered the ground effortlessly in 
spurts.
