Winners Dog

Cooke’s SUPER BOWL’S IGGY POP (Yoeckydoe’'s Headbanger ex Super Bowl's Guess Why) Smoothly
made, well-marked brindle and white. Masculine dog with enough bone for size. Shortish head has turn
and good finish. Could use more fill and power under the eye. Correct mouth. Straight front with tight feet.
Positive fore chest. Balanced throughout. Solid across the topline, finishing with a good tail set. Moved
readily all ways, best coming.

Reserve Winners Dog

Cunanan & Wrights GLENTOM ONE COOL RIDE (CH Cool Conquistador at Crossgarley ex CH Avalon
Glentom Cloud Cover) Tri colored dog with good bone. Head has a broad, strong top skull. Good finish.
Profile breaks. Mouth just off. Ears set bang up on top of his head. Bone extends through the pasterns fore
and aft. Short backed with good body depth. Could benefit from more angle on both ends.

Winners Bitch and Best of Winners

McConnell & Bavol's OLD ENGLAND’S DUTCHESS OF SILVER (Silver Bullet The Joker at Javarke ex
GCH Old England’s Lady Elizabeth) Attractive brindle and white. Balanced throughout. Head has a positive
profile and good fill. Correct mouth. Good eye. Most bone of the class bitches, extending through pasterns
and finishing into tight feet. Correctly made fore and aft. Moved truly all ways. Presented in lovely
condition.

Reserve Winner’s Bitch

Salas & Valdez’'s ARNOLD’S MISS RUBY (CH Bullysunlimited Arashi ex Evocy Olalde) Shapely brindle and
white. Short backed with good spring to the rib and depth of chest. Good bone. Head has length. Good
eye. Adequate fill. Gentle profile. Correct mouth. Reachy neck. Straight front. Moves fluidly to the side
and truly coming, a bit closely going. A very showy girl.

Best of Variety

Salas & Anderson’s CH JAVARKE KING AT ARNOLD’S (Emred Huntsman ex Wanna Be Posh at Javarke)
Masculine brindle and white. Strong, round bone. Powerful head that is a hands on experience. Excellent
fill with good profile. Good expression. Correct dentition with big teeth and deep under jaw. Dead straight
front. Tight cat feet. Strong pasterns. Deep through the body. A tad long in the back. Well angled behind.
Correct tail set. Moves well all ways. Still young, this fellow has more maturing to do.

Best of Opposite Sex

Smith’'s CH MAGOR MILLENIUM MOONSTRUCK (CH Rhydaman Frosty ex CH Magor Millenium Mardi
Gras) Lovely brindle and white who announces herself the second she steps in the ring. Smooth lines with
lots of scope. Very pretty headpiece exuding strength. Strong profile. Good finish. Plenty of fill with good
depth and power through the muzzle. Very good eye. Correct mouth. Good bone. Straight front that
moves truly. Good angulation behind. Still young, time is on her side. Beautifully presented and put down.

Head has good profile with very good
finish. Good eye. Unfortunate mouth fault. Reachy neck. Straight front. Sleekly constructed fore and. aft.
Moved freely and at one with his owner handler.

Winners Bitch and Best of Winners

Wright & Nichol's GLENTOM STAR DREAMER (CH Cool Conquistador at Crossgarley ex CH Glentom
Silver Lining) Most bone and substance of the girls today and strongest headpiece. Head is filled through
and through. Strong profile. Deep muzzle. Good eye. Correct mouth. Straight front. Could wish for better
lay back to the shoulder. Deep chest with good spring of rib. Well angled behind. High tail set. Moved
truly.

Reserve Winners Bitch

Gibson’s NETHANBULL LIGHTNING BABE WITH CEILTEACH (Camquest Eyecon ex Scojan Wreaking
Havoc) Attractive, showy, upstanding girl. Well made fore and aft with good balance. Well developed
second thigh. Adequate bone. Head is smooth throughout. Good expression. Correct mouth. Could wish
for more strength behind the withers. Moved fluidly.

Best of Variety and Best of Breed

Hopkin’'s CH TULSADOOM ABI ALBON (Emred Huntsman ex Tulsadoomm Amba Umbhumbluzo) So
many breed virtues in this substantial package. Immediately captivated by his head, his bone, his substance.
Powerful depth and quality throughout. His head has great strength: width, fill, depth. Wonderful eye that is
varminty with the glint of humor and charm. Correct mouth. While powerful on both ends, could wish for a
bit more length to the upper arm. Covers the ground with athletesism when viewed from the side and most
truly going away. Presented in gleaming coat. A pleasure to meet him—he had me at go. He says as he
has proven: made to produce.
