It was a pleasant surprise to be judging in the “Houn” house at a Specialty without the normal constraints of 
an All Breed Show.  There was a good entry both in quality and quantity, especially in the ‘Specials’ classes.  
Many of my choices I’m still debating as the final decisions between two dogs were so very close. 
 
On a general note, and certainly not only about this entry, we are producing a large number of largish heavy 
ears set well to the side of the head. Not only does this contravene the standard (small, thin and placed 
close together) but really mars expression.

Winners Dog 
Wright, Nichols and Jaspers’ NOTORIOUS SKY HAWK (Marshalsea Diesel and Dust ex Bigshot Leading 
Lady)  A powerful red smut with good spring of rib. Strong head with gentle downface.  Correct mouth and 
topline. Moved somewhat erratically. 
 
Reserved Winners Dog 
Cooke’s SUPER BOWL’S IGGYPOP (Yoeckydoe’s Headbanger ex Super Bowl’s Guesswhy)   A shapely 
brindle, more on the leg then the Winners Dog. Pleasing head. Correct bite and lovely neck.  Well shown. 
Moved compactly. 
 
Winners Bitch and Best of Winners 
Salas and Valadez’ ARNOLD’S MISS RUBY (CH Bullsunlimited Arashi ex Evocy Olalde) A well-balanced 
brindle youngster who is well constructed in both front and rear.  Feminine head, good bite, but lacked 
somewhat in downface. 
 
Reserve Winners Bitch 
Cournoyer and Wright’s GLENTOM RULES WERE MINT TO BE BROKEN (Marshalsea How’s About Harry 
ex CH Glentom I Have No Commint)  A black brindle with a head that has fill and downface, poor topline and 
an upright shoulder.  Moved with a sense of agility and power. 
 
Best of Variety and Best of Breed 
Bavol’s GCH OLD ENGLAND’S COCO CHANEL (Tulsadoom Abi Albon ex CH Old England’s Milady in 
Red)  A brindle bitch which is strongly built and symmetrical.  Has a strong head with downface and a well-
defined underjaw. Correct bite.  Kindish eye. Correct in front and rear.  Moved compactly and in one piece. 
 
Best of Opposite Sex and Best of Opposite Sex to Best of Breed 
Salas and Anderson’s CH JAVARKE KING AT ARNOLD’S (Emred Huntsman ex Wanna Be Posh at 
Javarke)  A strapping brindle who is still immature.  Spot on front. Well-bent stiffle when he relaxes.  Head 
filled up completed by a gentle curving downface.  Correct bite. On the move, reaches out and flexes well at 
stifle and hock.

Bavol GCH OLD ENGLAND’S MONTGOMERY (Silver Bullet The Joker at Javarke ex CH Old England’s 
Lady Elizabeth)   
 
Select Bitch 
Wright’s CH GLENTOM MINT COPY (CH Cool Conquistador at Crossgarley ex CH Glentom Mint Julep) 
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WHITE 
 
Winners Dog 
Rothermund and Wright’s GLENTOM CONQUISTADOR’S REBEL (CH Cool Conquistador at Crossgarley 
ex CH Glentom Mint Julep) A substantial dog with a strong head and correct mouth.  Muscular neck leading 
into well-sprung ribs and correct topline.  Moved compactly. 
 
Reserve Winners Dog 
Ledesma and Frascone’s LINRIC’S WAY TO GO CHARLIE (Super Bowl’s Lggy Pop ex CH Sinabar Malibu 
Breeze at Linric) A well-balanced youngster with good breed type.  Correct front and rear. 
 
Winners Bitch 
Wright and Nichol’s GLENTOM STAR DREAMER (CH Cool Conquistador at Crossgarley ex CH Glentom 
Silver Lining) A good-headed bitch that is well bodied up.  Marked ribspring, correct topline and tailset. 
Covered ground with an easy stride. Very good type. 
 
Reserve Winners Bitch 
Hopkins BROKEN ARROW TWO FEATHERS (Silver Bullet The Joker At Javarke ex CH Broken Arrow 
Storm Dancer)  Another really good bitch of a different type from the Winners Bitch.  Strong headed, 
substantial and nicely balanced. Correct mouth. Moved compactly and in one piece. 
 
Best of Variety 
Bavol ‘s GCH OLD ENGLAND’S WHITE IMPERIAL EMPRESS (Tulsadoom Abi Albon ex CH Old England’s 
Milady in Red)  A very feminine bitch of quality.  Head has downface and fill, along with correct topline  Well-
let-down locks and nicely-bent stifle.  Covered ground with easy strides once she warmed up to the task. 
 
Best of Opposite Sex 
Westwood’s TULSADOOM ABI ALBON  (Emred Huntsman ex Tulsadoom Amba Umbhumbluzo)   A very 
substantial, symmetrical dog of immense bone and substance.  Strong head with correct mouth. Balanced. 
Strong muscular shoulders without heaviness.  Front good.  Lacks slightly in the stifles.  I found out 
afterwards that he sired both the Best of Variety (Colored) and Best of Variety (White)!
