Magor Millenium Mardi Gras) A very promising young dog, rich brindle and white, with a nice
square build. A very pleasing head with very good fill and long, arched profile, mouth just off.
Good length of neck leading into a strong topline. Nice bone and substance. Movement seemed
to be good both ways, although a little hard to assess as he was quite exuberant on the day.

Reserve Winners Dog

Riggin and Berez’ Action Hot Commodity (Ch. Bestuvall Sho’ Is Hot ex. Ch. Dajan Classy
Action) Typey dog with a nice balance. Smooth profile, good length of neck with moderate length
of back.

Winners Bitch, Best of Winners, Best of Variety

Claburn’s Action First Try (Ch. Bestuvall Sho’ Is Hot ex. Ch. Dajan Classy Action) A beautiful,
balanced, typey tricolor with wonderful lines and good bone and substance. Long, arched profile
with good fill and little, triangular eyes. Bite good. Long neck leading into a short, strong back and
well let down rear. Good spring of rib and a strong, broad fore chest with good layback of
shoulder. Moved well both ways with drive and purpose. She later received a Group 3.

Heart) Nice lines and scope. Good profile and expression, moved well both ways.

Best of Opposite Sex

Ch Dajan
Classy Action) Upstanding brindle and white with good bone and pleasing scope. Nice profile,
long and sweeping, correct bite and good expression.

Decent topline and angulation, he also possesses good spring of rib and a
strong chest. Movement in front was a little loose, and rear movement was not his forte.

Calendra and Berez’ Action Working Class Dog (Ch. Bestuvall Sho’ Is Hot ex. Ch Dajan Classy
Action) Well-made dog, with a good profile and decent fill. Good expression, moved well both
ways.

Winners Bitch, Best of Winners, Best of Variety

Berez’ Action Games Angels Play (Ch. Action Head Games ex. Ch. Action Chaos and
Charisma) Upstanding bitch with wonderful, flowing lines. Moderate profile with enough fill, good
eye and expression, correct bite. Long, arched neck leading into a strong topline with well-
constructed croup. Good angulation. Nice layback of shoulder with depth to brisket and
developed fore chest. Her construction and resulting movement, both front and rear, was
absolutely spot on. She later received a Group 2.

Harbour Lights O’'Malvern) A feminine bitch of moderate size with a good profile and expression.
