Excellent 

expression with dark eyes and correct ear set. Chest broad with good depth from 

withers to brisket. Straight front, sufficient bone and tight cat feet. Well-rounded 

body with marked spring of rib and a pleasing tuck-up. Back short and strong 

with a good topline and tail set. Thighs muscular with hocks well let down; stifle 

well bent with a well-developed second thigh. Moved with grace and ease in all 

directions.
